“The 

bell dates 

back to the 

1800s. 

―The bell 

swung from 

two stone 

pillars until 

1880, when 

it was placed in the Bell 

Tower, a favorite meeting 

place for students. The bell 

was used to change classes, 

call students to chapel, and 

celebrate athletic victo-

ries.” (Frank Stephenson, 

Chowan College, 2004)  

 

The tradition of the bell today 

is to establish a sense of com-

munity that begins in the first 

year and lasts beyond the 

confines of the four-year uni-

versity experience. Each Sep-

tember, following University 

Convocation, faculty in full 

regalia and first year students 

proceed to the gazebo. With 

faculty lined up on both sides 

of the brick alumni walk 

leading to the gazebo, first-

year students ring the bell to 

signify the beginning of their 

academic studies at Chowan.  

 

The ringing of the bell is re-

peated again in May of each 

year. At the close of com-

mencement exercises, the 

faculty and the graduates in 

their caps and gowns recess 

from the campus green to the 

gazebo. With faculty lined up 

on both sides of the alumni 

walk once again, each gradu-

ate, with diploma in hand, 

rings the bell one last time to 

signify the end of his or her 

academic studies at Chowan.

The Roanoke-Chowan area is 

as rich in history as the fertile 

soil that comprises the vast 

land of the northeastern 

Coastal Plain. 

 

That abundant history, one

Stephenson

day, Dec. 17 at the historic 

property in Colerain that was 

once home to the world‟s 

largest herring processing 

plant. 

 

“It‟s a North Carolina and 

worldwide landmark,” Ste-

phenson said of the Perry-

Wynns plant on River Road. 

“This place shipped herrings, 

including its famous corned 

herrings, all over the world. 

Those delicious fish became 

a staple on many tables. 

“Herring fishing was a way 

of life here in the Roanoke-

Chowan area for hundreds of 

years,” Stephenson contin-

ued. “Not only did processing 

facilities such as Perry-

Wynns help feed the world‟s 

population, it also offered 

employment for many of our 

local citizens.” 

 

Unfortunately, the commer-

cial herring industry began a 

slow decline after experienc-

ing a boom in the late 1950‟s 

and early 1960‟s where an-

nual harvests exceeded 

25,000 metric tons. The state 

began limiting the herring 

harvest in 1995. Eight years 

later (2003), Perry-Wynns 

suffered even a bigger blow 

when its plant was destroyed 

by the storm surge from Hur-

ricane Isabel. 

 

However, thanks to the pres-

ervation of historic photo-

graphs, stories and other 

forms of documentation, Ste-

phenson was able to re-create 

the glory days of Perry-

Wynns. 

 

“It‟s a great story to share,” 

Stephenson said. “It‟s a look 

back at the proud history of 

our area.”

For Stephenson, this marks 

his 24th book, all with Roa-

noke-Chowan area ties. His 

other works include topics 

such as local inventor Rich-

ard Gatling, moonshining, 

Chowan Beach, Chowan 

University, seine haul her-

ring fishing, chitlins, the 

heyday of Negro League 

baseball in Hertford County, 

the Murfreesboro railroad, 

the town of Murfreesboro, 

the Ahoskie Tobacco Mar-

ket, Parker‟s Ferry and a 

history of Hertford County. 

 

Stephenson, who is on the 

administrative staff at 

Chowan University, has been 

a guest on National Public 

Television and National Pub-

lic Radio on a number of 

occasions concerning his 

books.

A simple thank-you can go a 

long way. 

 

Alan R. Whitman of Mt. 

Lebanon was so moved by a 

note of gratitude five years 

ago that he left 800 books to 

the Chowan University 

Whitaker Library in Mur-

freesboro, N.C., after he died 

in April. 

 

"It really does remind you 

how much a thank-you 

means to people," said Geor-

gia Williams, the library's 

director. 

 

The collection of business 

and health-service manage-

ment titles is worth about 

$20,000, according to Joshua 

E. Barker, a Chowan spokes-

man. 

 

Whitman donated some 20 

books to the library about 

five years ago, said Jack 

Simich, 79, who was Whit-

man's neighbor for four dec-

ades and was an adjunct fac-

ulty member at Chowan.  

Whitman was a former man-

agement executive and con-

sultant, and an adjunct fac-

ulty member at Carnegie 

Mellon University, according 

to Barker. 

 

After Simich told Whitman 

that some of the books would 

be useful for the Chowan 

courses he taught, Whitman 

let him borrow several. Later, 

Whitman asked Simich if the 

Whitaker Library might be 

able to use some, too. Simich 

said yes, so Whitman donated 

them. 

 

Linda Hassell, the library's 

associate director, wrote 

Whitman the thank-you note 

that deeply touched him, Wil-

liams said. 

 

"'I got the nicest letter from 

Chowan University for the 

books,' he mentioned to me 

one time," said Simich, who 

taught graphic communica-

tions at Chowan. "(Whitman) 

said, 'I'll have to send some 

more books to them some-

time.'“ 

 

An obituary stated that Whit-

man died on April 4 at his 

home. He was 62. Whitman 

graduated from the Univer-

sity of Tennessee with a 

bachelor's degree in manage-

ment and engineering in 

1969. He worked at Westing-

house Electric, Consolidated 

Coal Co. and UPMC Health 

System. Whitman taught 

health systems management 

at CMU.

Chowan University graduates 

do not move the tassel from 

one side of their cap to the 

other at graduation.  The tas-

sel remains on the left front 

block at all times. Gentlemen 

remove their caps for prayers, 

the national anthem, and the 

alma mater.

These are the bricks set into 

the sidewalk leading up to 

and around the Gazebo.  In-

formation about these tradi-

tional bricks with each gradu-

ate's name is being sent to the 

parents of each candidate.

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“On Saturday, March 26, 

Boy Scouts of America 

Ahoskie Cub Scout Pack 129 

led by Paul Hollingsworth, 

came to Chowan University 

to work on 

their scien-

tist belt loop, 

which in-

volved visit-

ing some-

place that 

employs a 

scientist and 

talk with 

them about 

their work.   

The present-

ers were:  

Amy 

Wethington 

(Biology), 

Garth Faile 

(Chemistry), and Jim Guthrie 

(Music).  The point was to 

illustrate the breadth of sci-

ence (examples from biology, 

chemistry, and physics) and 

how even non-scientists can 

use science in their work. 

 

Wethington got the boys 

to think about what sci-

ence is (to discover 

knowledge), what a sci-

entist is (any person 

from young to old that 

wants to know more 

about their world 

through discovery and 

experimentation), and 

how to conduct science 

experiments.  She used a 

recent study (conducted 

solely at Chowan Uni-

versity) involving snails 

and leeches to illustrate 

the process of conduct-

ing science experiments.  

Pictured below is Amy 

giving an overview of 

the process used to dis-

cover whether leeches 

affect their prey‟s life 

history or shell shape, a 

follow up study on an 

experiment conducted by 

former Chowan student 

Taura Jackson in 2006. 

 

Faile talked about den-

sity, used static electric-

ity to demonstrate the 

polarity of water, and 

collected hydrogen gas 

to demonstrate the de-

construction of water 

and the explosive nature 

of hydrogen gas.  Pic-

tured below is a boy 

holding a tube of hydro-

gen and Garth about to 

pass a lit match under 

the tube which made a 

sharp sound as the hy-

drogen combined with 

oxygen to make water 

vapor. 

 

Guthrie explained how 

he collected sounds 

around the Chowan Uni-

versity campus as raw 

material for a recent mu-

sical composition.  He 

also talked in some detail 

about how sound travels 

differently in air (stereo) 

and water (mono) and 

how he used these differ-

ences in his sonata.  The 

sounds col-

lected under 

water were 

those of fish 

and involved 

chirping 

sounds the 

fish make 

with their 

swim blad-

ders.  Pic-

tured below is 

Jim showing 

the boys the 

hydrophone 

he used to 

collect under 

water sounds. 

 

Throughout the various dem-

onstrations, the boys were 

attentive and asked good 

questions demonstrating their 

acquired knowledge of sci-

ence in working on their sci-

ence belt loop. 

 

In response to this experi-

ence, Hollingsworth wrote in 

an Email to the presenters the 

following:  “What an amaz-

ing morning!  Snails, leeches, 

decomposing water, explod-

ing hydrogen, and sounds of 

Chowan! What a great morn-

ing with the Scouts at 

Chowan University. Can't 

thank the professors there 

enough for the wonderful 

experience we had this morn-

ing. Thanks to the parents for 

bringing the Scouts, and 

thanks to the Scouts for being 

so well behaved this morn-

ing!‟”
