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Chowan University held a groundbreaking 

ceremony for construction of a student 

residential complex on Wednesday, Octo-

ber 19. The complex has been named in 

honor of President Chris White and fami-

ly. The first phase of the project will in-

clude the construction of two suite style 

buildings, which will house 136 students. 

The apartments will be located near the 

tennis courts on Union.  

NEW RESIDENTIAL HOUS ING  

ñWhites Crossingò has been named by the 

Board of Trustees in honor of President 

Christopher White, his wife Linda, and 

their sons and wives (Martin and Heather, 

Andrew and Karen), and their five grand-

children. Dr. Whiteôs tenure as a university 

president exceeds twenty-five years. Since 

becoming President of Chowan in 2003, 

the institution has achieved university sta-

tus, attained record enrollments, been rec-

ognized for academic excellence, and has 

had over twenty million spent on campus 

improvements without increasing the debt. 

Chowanôs health has never been stronger. 

Dr. White led Chowan to NCAA II status, 

oversaw the approval of the new athletic 

nickname ñHawks,ò and helped the school 

become a significant member of the CIAA 

athletic conference. Chowanôs dramatic 

enrollment growth places it near the top in 

the entire region. It is this growth in the 

student body, now more than 1,300, that 

has prompted the creating of ñWhites 

Crossing.ò The word ñcrossò in the title is 

a reference to the Whitesô serious commit-

ment to the Christian faith.
