The purpose of the Chowan University Undergraduate Research Conference (CUURC) is to provide a
venue for undergraduate students to present academic research, musical performances, and/or artistic
presentations in an appropriate professional setting. As such, it fosters an integration of knowledge and
skills by the student participants, cooperation in the pursuit of knowledge by the academic departments
involved, and sharing of the research and abilities with both the college and surrounding communities.

Specific Information:

e Students from all academic disciplines are invited to apply.

e Complete the attached application form and work with a faculty member in writing your project
proposal. The deadline for applications is March 11, 2011.

s A $7.00 registration fee should accompany your application. If your presentation is not chosen
for the CCURC, your application fee will be returned. Checks may be made out to Chowan
University.

e All presenters and faculty sponsors will be invited to the CUURC Banquet.

e A $50.00 prize will be awarded to the best presentation in each category.

Categories for CUURC Presentations:
Paper Presentations
e Each paper should make an original contribution to the student’s field of study. Ideally, papers
will focus on original quantitative research or an analysis of a significant document/object/event.
e All presenters will have access to audiovisual equipment including a computer with a projector.
s Presentations must be no longer than 12 minutes. The presenter should be prepared to field
questions from the audience.
e When putting together the presentation consider:
o Organization and content
¢ Do you adequately introduce your presentation? Remember that many people in
attendance will have little knowledge of your topic
e Do you clearly describe your thesis? Papers presented at an academic research
conference should be driven by a clear thesis.
e |f appropriate, do you clearly explain your research methodology?
¢ Do you clearly defend your thesis?
¢ Do you end with a sufficient conclusion, which draws together the thesis and
main points?
o Delivery
¢ Can you present your ideas with clarity?
¢ Are your audio-visuals of adequate quality?
¢ Are you prepared to speak clearly, project your voice, and present yourself
professionally?
¢ Are you certain that your presentation will not run over the 12-minute time limit?

Poster Presentations
e Each poster should make an original contribution to the student’s field of study.
e  Students will present their research on 4'11" x 3'10" cloth-covered poster boards provided by the
CCURC.
e Posters will be on display throughout the day of the conference, with students answering
questions regarding their posters at a designated time.
e When putting together the presentation consider:
o Did you include an accurate abstract that clearly states the content, objectives, results
and conclusion of the poster?
o Is the poster clearly organized?
o Does the poster feature clear statement of objectives and conclusions; adequate data,
analysis, and summaries; and appropriate illustrations?
o Does the poster feature original research?
o Are you prepared to answer questions concerning your poster?
