Chowan University has 

earned reaffirmation of 

accreditation by the 

Southern Association of 

Colleges and Schools 

(SACS). SACS made the 

announcement in late 

June. The Universityôs 

accreditation now runs 

through 2019. 

 

Reaffirmation demon-

strates that Chowan 

meets SACS standards 

and requirements that 

cover every aspect of the 

university, including its 

mission and governance, 

financial and physical 

resources, institutional 

effectiveness, student 

services, faculty qualifi-

cations, athletics, quality 

of educational programs 

and library resources. 

   

The SACS review proc-

ess has changed signifi-

cantly since Chowanôs 

last reaffirmation in 

1998. The process then 

required development of 

a single massive self-

study document. The 

new process mandates 

completion of a compli-

ance audit that addresses 

more than seventy-five 

comprehensive standards 

and requirements with 

significant documenta-

tion that each standard 

and requirement is being 

met.  

 

With the assistance of 

faculty, staff, administra-

tors, students, and trus-

tees, Dr. Kirk Peterson, 

Associate Provost, and 

Dr. Dorothy Wallace, 

Professor Emeritus, led 

the successful compli-

ance effort 

 

The new review process 

also requires the devel-

opment of a quality en-

hancement plan (QEP) 

that addresses an area 

designed to enhance stu-

dent learning at the uni-

versity. Chowan selected 

critical thinking for its 

QEP. A university team, 

led by Dr. Larry Frazier, 

Dean of the School of 

Arts of Sciences, worked 

for more than a year do-

ing intensive study and 

research in advance of 

preparing Chowanôs 

QEP. The QEP was 

judged to be excellent 

with no recommenda-

tions, which is very rare. 

Following the review of 

the QEP, Marsal Stoll, a 

SACS Vice President, 

requested permission to 

show Chowanôs QEP to 

other institutions as a 

model QEP. 

 

ñThe most important of 

all the evaluation proc-

esses that we are subject 

to is regional accredita-

tion,ò explained Presi-

dent M. Christopher 

White, ñBecause accredi-

tation by this regional 

agency allows the school 

to obtain federal funding
