Change is said to be the only
constant in life. That is cer-
tainly no more true anywhere
than on a university campus.
University life is dynamic by
nature with the arrival of new
students and colleagues and
the departure of old friends.
However, the truly incredible
thing is that in spite of all of
the usual turnover year after
year, one constant remains
true: Chowan University is a
special place, and it is the
people (students, staff, and
faculty) at Chowan who
make it so.

I am in my eighteenth year at
Chowan, and it is the people
of Chowan who keep me
here. The university has been
able to consistently attract
faculty and staff who are
talented, but also—and
maybe more importantly—
individuals who are just good
people. I am grateful to each
(both past and present) for
their talent and willingness to
teach, learn, and serve
Chowan University.

Indeed, teaching, learning,
and service are part of the
Chowan story. In a sense,
they can be considered as
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foundations of the university,
part of its infrastructure. In
that context, “infrastructure”
refers to more than bricks and
mortar. It refers to people,
people who are dedicated to
enabling our students to
dream, dare, and do the
things that it takes to succeed
and make a difference.

One of those individuals who
dedicated his life to the suc-
cess of Chowan students is
Professor Charles L. Paul,
who taught history and geog-
raphy at Chowan University
for thirty-nine years, retiring
in 2002.

Mr. Paul moved away from
Murfreesboro yesterday eve-
ning. As he departed in the
disappearing light, I felt sad-
dened, lost, abandoned,
alone. He has been my per-
sonal constant since my arri-
val at Chowan. He inter-
viewed me. He hired me. He
mentored me.

It has been a great privilege
to have him as a friend in
Murfreesboro. I am indebted
to him for his guidance, in-
sight, depth of knowledge,
kindness, and grace. He has
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high standing among that rare
breed of individuals who
always place others as their
first priority. I am a better
person for having him as a
friend.

In 2001, when Chowan hon-
ored Mr. Paul with the Dis-
tinguished Alumnus Award,
he reminded us what it means
to serve Chowan, stating,
“Chowan has provided me an
opportunity for a lifetime of
service to others. I am indeed
grateful.”

South left for Chapel Hill in
August, and now Mr. Paul is
gone. At this moment, [ am
not all that too accepting of
this state of constant transi-
tion, so if I seem a little dis-
tant or unusually quiet these
days, it is because I am think-
ing back to the days when
Charles Paul and so many
other former colleagues and
students roamed the campus.

In all my years at Chowan
the campus has never been so
filled with people, yet—

at least for now—it seems so
empty.
