The first type will be 25-35 minutes workshops where another faculty

member or I demonstrate a particular teaching technique (or qrﬂchng technique) that encourages student
participation i the classroom and student responsibility. For the purposes of these exercises, we will use
mformation from the CCTP — that is, we'll focus on the Elements, Standards and Dispositions as we work through
the exercises. These workshops will be held on Mondays at 11.00.

The second type will be 45-50 munute workshops dealing with the larger framework, and are designed primarily to
prepare faculty to teach CT 102 and CT-designated courses. These workshops will be held on Fridays at 11:00.
