Scapin, whoôs name 

literally means ñto escape,ò is 

known for his sliver tongue, 

quick thinking, and ingenui-

ty. He agrees to help the boys 

get the money for a 

fresh start and 

he proposes to 

get the money 

from their fa-

thers! To or-

chestrate his 

plan, Scapin 

enlists the aid of 

another slippery servant 

named Sylvestre. Together, 

they attempt to fool the fa-

thers out of a fortune. How-

ever, it wonôt be easy! The 

fathers arenôt so easily bam-

boozled. But Scapin will stop 

at nothingðeven getting the 

audience involvedðto trick 

the fathers. Chock full of plot 

twists, close calls, near miss-

es, crazy impersonations, 

silent chases, beautiful wom-

en, and graphic violence, 

Scapin promises to deliver 

the goods and leave you 

laughing.
